There are spectacular 

costume competitions, float parades, mas-

querade bands, and dancing in the streets to 

the accompaniment of steel drum music and 

calypsos. Masquerades frequent the streets 

performing acrobatic dance routines, a vivid 

reminder of Guyana's African heritage. Ca-

lypso competitions are another integral part 

of "Mash", and this culminates in the corona-

tion of a King or Queen  for the year.

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It is estimated that over one million Guyanese and their dependents live 

outside of Guyana.

The casino will boast 300 slot machines and 11 table games including 

Roulette, Blackjack, Poker and Texas Hold‘Em which were installed by 

Guyanese technicians. 

Heavy security arrangements have been put in place with a no-weapons 

policy in train and metal detectors very evident in the hands of alert se-

curity guards. 

Speaking to reporters in the glitzy casino with the rows of lighted slot 

machines and games tables acting as a backdrop, Liz Rahaman, Market-

ing Manager of Princess Hotel Guyana, said that the casino‘s opening 

has been planned to coincide with Guyana‘s 40th anniversary celebra-

tions as a Republic. 

Last year, the Princess Group acquired Buddy‘s Hotel which had been 

built for Cricket World Cup, rebranding it with the Princess logos with 

the hope that the casino will nudge the hotel upwards to a four star rat-

ing. 

The casino, which costs in excess of US$2M, and which faced wide-

spread criticisms from religious and other interest groups before Parlia-

ment approved its opening, will make it the 30th one in the Princess 

Group across the globe. 

Noting the government‘s and especially the Tourism Ministry‘s valuable 

role in making the facilities available, Tayanc is hoping that additional 

features of a two-screen movie theatre, six-lane bowling alley, games 

arcade for the kids and nightclub/lounge will be completed by June.

Guyanaôs first casino opens 
 

FINANCE Minister Dr. Ashni Singh, on February 8, 2010, tabled a 

$142.8 billion budget for this year -- 10.8 percent higher than last 

year‘s -- making it Guyana ‘s largest budget ever with no new taxes 

required for its financing 

The minister reported a fourth year of consecutive growth despite re-

cessionary conditions near and far and uncertain prices in the commod-

ity markets. In a 64-page presentation in the National Assembly, he 

said: ―Our rice sector returned its highest production in 10 years and its 

second highest production of all time. Our gold mining sector returned 

its highest production ever, if the large scale operations of Omai are 

excluded 

―We achieved a strong balance of payments surplus, in the process 

accumulating our highest level of external reserves ever. Our currency 

appreciated in value for the first time in 15 years. Inflation was at its 

lowest in 8 years. And, we reduced our fiscal deficit to its lowest in 10 

years.‖ 

Recapping other significant achievements last year that have laid the 

foundations for continuing economic growth he noted the commission-

ing of Guyana‘s first international bridge at Takutu which has opened 

new conversations and vistas of opportunity with Brazil, the certifica-

tion of the second international airport at Ogle, and inaugurated sched-

uled international flights to Suriname and the switching on a new 20.7 

megawatt power plant in Kingston, Georgetown, the first major expan-

sion in generating capacity installed in 12 years 

―We opened new hospitals in Lethem, Linden, Mabaruma and Port 

Mourant; new schools in Hope and No. 8 Village; and a new well in 

Grove/Diamond. We graduated 491 new teachers, added 66 recently 

returned young Guyanese doctors to the public healthcare system, and 

trained over 1,700 vulnerable youths. 

―We enriched the body of our laws with major new enactments, on 

subjects ranging from strengthening the financial sector such as by 

fighting money laundering on the one hand, to safeguarding the most 

vulnerable in society such as by providing for the status adoption, and 

protection of children on the other‖, he said 

Singh added: ―These are but some examples of developments which, 

taken individually or in totality, would lead one to the inescapable con-

clusion that there has been progress in our country.‖ 

But he called for vigilance arguing that while the evidence of progress 

is plenty, the risk of reversal is never distant, and the remainder of the 

work is certainly not complete.

State‘s fibre optic cable raises cost, benefits questions.. 

In early January, President Bharrat Jagdeo announced the plans for the 

overland cable from Brazil, while noting that that the government is 

working to enhance the Informa-tion and Communication Technology 

(ICT) sector. In December, the government had already advanced full 

payment of $353,548,617 (US$1.7M) to an American company for 

provision for the installation of fibre optic cables and terminal equip-

ment. Jagdeo explained that the cable would be ―dedicated purely to 

e-governance‖ and he anticipated the linking of institutions like 

schools, hospitals and police stations using the facility as well as 

greater telecoms reliability by ensuring redundancy. Currently, the 

capacity of the Americas II cable has almost been fully exploited, 

while damage to it has been responsible for major disruptions in tele-

coms traffic here. 

The landing of the overland cable is scheduled for the second quarter. 

However, the announcement coincided with the shore-end landing of 

the Suriname–Guyana Submarine Cable System (SG-SCS), which 

represents a US$30 million investment for local telecoms giant 

GT&T. According to GT&T, the SG-SCS would make available at 

least 3,000 times the current bandwidth capacity in use locally, in 

addition to ensuring reliable voice and data telecom services.

Finance Minister Dr Ashni Singh on Monday, February 8, 2010 disclosed 

that export earnings for the country during last year contracted by 4.2 

percent to US$768.2 million due to external price factors but gold brought 

in more than double what the traditional champion, sugar earned. 

Gold generated export receipts totalling US$281.7 million, which repre-

sents more than the combined receipts earned for rice and sugar during 

2009.  According to Singh, ―the export earnings from gold benefitted 

from an 11.2 percent increase in average export prices, which induced 

higher production levels, drove export volumes up by 24.4 percent to 

311,884 ounces, and generated a 38.3 percent increase in export receipts‖. 

In the 2009 budget, Singh had projected export receipts of US$165.5 mil-

lion.  …….                                               (Click here for full story) 

February 11, 2010 – An increase in Guyanese overseas returning to visit 

their homeland bolstered the country‘s tourism arrival figures for 2009, 

contributing to a nine per cent increase in numbers. 

That‘s according to Finance Minister Dr Ashni Singh who said peaks in 

arrivals were observed in February, July/August and December. 

―Despite the relatively weak performance in global and regional tourism, 

Guyana recorded the highest number of visitor arrivals in any one year in 

our history, and the highest rate of growth in visitor arrivals in the Carib-

bean for the year,‖ he said. 

Singh said he expected the performance to be sustained and very likely 

exceeded this year, with the start of international flights into Ogle Airport 

and the country‘s hosting of games in the International Cricket Council 

(ICC) World Twenty20. Tourist numbers are also expected to be boosted 

as a result of last September‘s opening of the Takutu Bridge which links 

Guyana with Brazil. 

Singh said the government‘s strategy for the tourism sector would see 

continued focus on key markets, especially the Diaspora, and geographi-

cally contiguous markets such as Suriname and Brazil; new marketing 

techniques, especially internet-based marketing; key niches such as do-

mestic and event-based tourism; and high value-added subsectors such as 

birding and riverain yachting. 

―The strategy will also see increasing attention to capacity and quality in 

the hospitality sector going forward,‖ he added. 

―Regulations made at the end of 2008 under the Guyana Tourism Author-

ity Act will be enforced, and greater emphasis placed on the improvement 

of quality, standards, service, safety and cleanliness in the hospitality 

industry, with the aim of improving customer satisfaction and overall 

visitor experience in Guyana.‖ 

February 15, 2010 – Drought conditions in Guyana, caused by a linger-

ing El Nino, is threatening to cause billions of dollars (GUY) in damage 

to the agriculture sector and officials say they‘re doing all they can to, at 

least, limit the losses. 

Like other countries in the region, Guyana is struggling with water short-

ages and Agriculture Minister Robert Persaud said the resultant losses 

could be around GUY$3 billion (US$14.7 million).

 NEW FIBRE-OPTIC CABLES FOR GUYANA 

   Guyana wants foreign investors to ex-
pand the beef industry 

February 4, 2010 – Guyana is looking for foreign investors to help it 

transform the country‘s beef industry into a massive export-capable 

sector. Minister of Agriculture Robert Persaud says though, that local 

cattle rearers will get priority, but their input may not be enough. 

―Our local entrepreneurs would be given preference but we will ex-

plore foreign investors as well in moving the sector forward,‖ he said, 

hinting that he was looking at Brazil as a possible source of foreign 

investment. 

Persaud says Guyana has tremendous capacity for taking care of its 

domestic needs while becoming a lead exporter in beef. However, 

consultants have determined that Guyana‘s current herd size, of about 

280,000 heads, is not sufficient to support additional export, as well as 

local demand. 

Nigel Cumberbatch, Senior Research Scientist at the National Agricul-

tural Research Institute, says Guyana has never had the need to import 

beef during peak seasons, but noted that the hospitality and hotel in-

dustries have recently been importing specialty cuts. 

―So we are now in the process of reviving the cattle industry to im-

prove and expand beef production,‖ he said, adding that a revived 

industry would be a major foreign exchange earner. 

Project Coordinator of the Agri Sector Diversification Unit, Sattie 

Sasenarine, added that the programme would contribute to Guyana‘s 

export growth rate and reduce the volatility attached to a dual-crop 

economy. 

In an effort to support farmers, the Guyana government is investing a 

GUY$400 million (US$1.9 million) matching grant to assist in herd 

expansion, pasture preparation and improved genetic stock. The Min-

istry of Agriculture is also looking for additional lands across the 

country in order to accommodate the rapid increase in the cattle popu-

lation

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Canadian oil exploration company Groundstar Resources Inc expects to 

start drilling for oil in the Rupununi in May  

Preparations are underway at the location identified, with the airstrip 

being certified, a well being dug and construction beginning on accom-

modation, Office Manager of the company‘s local subsidiary, Takutu 

Oil and Gas Inc, Dilorece South said. She cautioned, however that there 

are still a lot of logistics that has to be taken care of and the May date is 

tentative. 

Groundstar has established Takutu Oil and Gas to drill up to two explo-

ration wells in conjunction with its partner, Canacol Energy Limited. 

The first well, identified as Apoteri K2, will be drilled as a ―deviated 

well‖ to test the oil bearing fractured reservoir discovered in Karanambo 

#1 in a more favourable structural position. 

Agriculture Minister, Robert Persaud, performing the duties of the Prime 

Minister, noted that oil had previously been discovered at Karanambo, 

though not in commercial viable quantities, and this ―gives us hope.‖ He 

expressed optimism that Guyana will be seen in the future as an oil pro-

ducer.  

Further, he pointed out that by the second half of this year, Guyanese 

will see rigs both on land and in the sea which he stated is a good sign. 

Another Canadian oil exploration company, CGX Energy, is expected to 

begin drilling in the Corentyne in the second half of this year. 

Last December, Canacol had announced that its joint venture partner, 

Groundstar was tendering for a drilling rig and associated services in 

order to drill the K-2 exploration well in the second quarter this year. 

―The bottom hole location for the K-2 well will be approximately 400 

meters northwest of the Karanambo 1 discovery well and will target the 

same productive reservoirs that tested light oil in 1982. 

 The joint venture to date has completed the construction of the drilling 

pad, access roads, and staging areas in preparation of drilling,‖ a state-

ment from the company had said.  In addition, the joint venture has pur-

chased the tubulars and wellheads for the drilling of up to 3 wells, which 

were shipped to Guyana in preparation of drilling the K2 well. 

Groundstar was awarded its Takutu basin Petroleum Prospecting Li-

cence (PPL) on July 13, 2005. In 1982, Home Oil had discovered high 

quality crude oil in the fractured Lower Jurassic Apoteri volcanic and 

Manari sedimentary reservoirs in the Karanambo #1 well and this, a 

statement from the company said, was proof that the rift basin had an 

active petroleum system and the commercial oil could exist in the basin. 

Three large structural prospects with potential for fractured Apoteri-

Manari objectives were defined, namely Apoteri K2 Offset, Pirara River 

and Rewa. ―Substantial in place and recoverable oil resources could 

exist on any of the three prospects. 

Conventional sandstone reservoirs are considered a secondary target in 

the Rewa Prospect and possibly elsewhere in the basin,‖ said the com-

pany. South said that the company will drill to a depth greater than the 

Karanambo #1 well. Following the evaluation of the drilling and testing 

results, a decision will be made as to where a second well in the basin 

will be drilled, the company said. 

Canacol, a Calgary, Alberta-based company has a 65% non-operated 

working interest in the Takutu PPL. Groundstar is a publicly traded 

Canadian junior oil and gas company actively pursuing exploration op-

portunities in the Middle East, North Africa and South America.

GEORGETOWN (Reuters) - Guyana's top diplomat denied opposition 

charges that an agreement to have Iran map the South American na-

tion's mineral resources, including uranium, could hurt U.S. ties amid 

global worry over Iran's nuclear program. 

President Bharrat Jagdeo, following a visit to Tehran last week, said 

that Iranian scientists will travel to Guyana to help with minerals man-

agement. Guyana has reserves of uranium and the mapping could help 

develop them. 

Guyana's opposition said the agreement could help Iran enrich uranium. 

Iran's government says its nuclear program is intended for peaceful 

energy purposes but the United States and other nations suspect it is 

aimed at making nuclear weapons. 

"I do not see the visit, or the areas in which Iran plans to help us, creat-

ing a conflict with the United States of America," Foreign Affairs Min-

ister Carolyn Rodrigues-Birkette said in an email message late on 

Wednesday. 

She said the accord would "help us to produce our own data and better 

plan for the sector. It is not aimed at focusing on any particular mineral 

or jeopardizing the interest of any state." 

Rafael Trotman, top legislator for the opposition Alliance for Change 

Party, said on Wednesday the Iranian agreement could fray ties with the 

United States, a major provider of development aid in Guyana that is 

financing trade, investment and governance programs. 

Iran raised eyebrows last year with offers to help map uranium deposits 

in Venezuela, where leftist President Hugo Chavez supports Tehran's 

nuclear program. 

The United States, Britain, Germany and France are seeking a fourth 

round of U.N. measures against Iran for refusing to halt uranium en-

richment as part of its nuclear program, as demanded by Security Coun-

cil resolutions.

Among the exhibits are pictures that reflect the themes: ―From whence 

we came‖ the ―Garden City,‖ ―Festivals,‖ ―Mash,‖ and ―Guyana‘s Hinter-

land,‖ among others. 

The exhibition opened in the presence of several of Chin‘s colleagues 

from as far as boyhood days. Among them were economist Ian McDon-

ald, Deputy General Manager of Guyana Telephone and Telegraph Com-

pany(GT&T) Terry Holder, Chris Fernandes of Fernandes Shipping and 

advertising entrepreneur Vic Insanally.

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SIR James Douglas, a son of the soil from Belmont, Mahaica who be-

came the first Governor of British Columbia in Canada in the nineteenth 

century was honoured on Thursday, August 28, 2008 with a monument 

in his name. 

The monument was unveiled by Prime Minister Samuel Hinds in the 

presence of Minister of Culture, Youth and Sport Dr. Frank Anthony; 

Minister within the Ministry of Education Dr. Desrey Fox;  Chairman of 

the Ethnic Relations Commission (ERC) Bishop Juan Edghill;  President 

of the Guyanese Canadian Cultural Association of British Columbia 

(GCCABC), Clyde Duncan and Mahaica residents. 

This historic figure, who many know little about, was born to the mother 

of a slave and the father of a wealthy planter from Scotland who owned 

many plantations.  He was born in 1803, and departed Guyana in 1812 

with his father and brother to attain an education in Scotland and re-

turned to become governor of British Columbia in Canada.

Duncan who was instrumental in requesting that Sir Douglas be hon-

oured in this way said Vancouver Island was the former name given to 

the area which then became British Columbia upon order of England‘s 

queen Victoria at the time. The area gained popularity following the 

California gold rush which saw scores of miners migrating to the area 

to gain wealth from the minerals on the land. 

Duncan , while giving an overview of Sir Douglas, said the rush re-

sulted in a number of disputes among the various parties and through 

the endeavour of Douglas, order and stability was returned to the land.  

It was through this act that Sir Douglas became governor and the land 

declared British Columbia in 1858. 

Duncan said his interest in honouring Sir Douglas stemmed from his 

need to educate people about historic heroes who came from the Guy-

anese soil and the many contributions they have made to the world. 

Had it not been for the bravery of Sir Douglas, Canada would not have 

been the second largest country in the world as it is today, Duncan said. 

In this regard, he disclosed several other intentions of the cultural asso-

ciation in his honour in the areas of education, culture and sports and 

the establishment of a Sir James Douglas‘ Foundation. 

He believes that the statue is an important link between Canada and 

Guyana and persons, in particular Mahaica residents should see it as 

more than just another statue. The Prime Minister said the recognition 

given to Douglas is timely and he extended appreciation to the many 

Guyanese in British Columbia who contributed to the symbolic statue. 

―It is important that we draw lessons from history to help us today and 

into the future…the life and achievements of Sir James Douglas is a 

challenge to all Guyanese born who have migrated or planning to mi-

grate elsewhere,‖ Mr. Hinds said. He described Sir Douglas as Guy-

ana‘s first gift to Canada since he was the first to work towards making 

Canada the country it is today. 

Minister Anthony who worked for several years in Mahaica as a health 

specialist admitted that he knew nothing of Sir James Douglas but said 

that he can be considered a ‖pioneer from the Diaspora‖. The Culture 

Minister believes that unveiling the monument is the best example of 

paying tribute to local heroes, noting that it will be beneficial to Guy-

anese youths. 

He said the unveiling is also a symbol of the bond which exists between 

Guyana and British Columbia and efforts will be made to establish 

links between the people of Mahaica and British Columbia. 

Minister Fox also disclosed that several factors are being taken into 

consideration to honour Sir James Douglas and one suggestion is the 

renaming of the Helena Primary School to Sir James Douglas Primary, 

as well as the establishment of a library in his name.

The monument stands in front of the Helena Nursery School, close to 

the Mahaica public road where an old water tank used to provide water 

to steam the train‘s engine still exists.

April 2010 

will mark the 170th anniversary of the purchase of this former planta-

tion by 128 previously enslaved African descendants. 

On 1st August, 1838, slavery was officially abolished in Guyana. But for 

four years preceding this occurrence, the slaves served a period of ap-

prenticeship through which they earned small amounts of compensation 

for their labour. From their meagre wages, they resolutely saved some of 

their earnings, which they later pooled to purchase abandoned planta-

tions.  

It should be noted that although Victoria was purchased before Buxton, 

Buxton obtained its transport first on 2nd January, 1841. Following the 

first such purchase of what is now Victoria Village, in November 1839, 

by 83 former slaves, 128 of their fellow labourers from plantations be-

tween Lusignan and Non Pariel, East Coast Demerara, pooled their re-

sources to acquire the 500-acre Plantation New Orange Nassau from its 

proprietor, James Archibald Holmes, for $50,000, in April 1840. The 

newly established village was renamed Buxton in honour of Thomas 

Fowell Buxton, a British Member of Parliament, who had campaigned 

tirelessly for the abolition of slavery in the British colonies. 

In 1841, another 168 former slaves came together and purchased Friend-

ship, a 500-acre plantation adjacent east of Buxton for $80,000. They 

then merged the two communities to form the largest village in the coun-

try. Buxton-Friendship comprised the largest local authority and often 

led the way in negotiations with the colonial establishment. Heralded as 

the premier village in the country, it was the first village to be estab-

lished in an organized manner following the abolition of slavery and the 

commencement of the movement by former slaves to acquire and de-

velop their own lands across British Guiana. 

The founding fathers proceeded to lay out housing lots at the front of the 

village and corresponding farm lands at the back. They worked tirelessly 

building roads, digging drainage trenches and planting crops. They also 

created an administrative body, the Buxton-Friendship Village Council 

to oversee the maintenance of village infrastructure, collect property 

taxes, and to ensure residents adhered to a strict code of decency and 

morality by imposing fines on violators who committed such offences as 

public intoxication, use of profane language, gambling and fighting. 

Religious worship and Education were also very important to villagers. 

Places for the establishment of Christian churches and schools were 

allocated to the Congregational, Methodist and Roman Catholic 

Churches. The Anglican Church had already planted roots in the com-

munity in 1831, before it was acquired by the former slaves.  

According to Eusi Kwayana‘s Buxton Friendship in Print & Memory (pp 

27), ―They made it clear that this was in gratitude for what God had done 

for them in relieving them from their captivity.‖ These institutions were 

later followed by the Seventh Day Adventist Church, the Church of God, 

The Lutheran Church, Brethren Church, the Jordanites,  the African 

Methodist Episcopal (AME) Church, Assemblies of God, Full Gospel 

Church, and a number of small ‗Faithist‘ groups.  

Buxton-Friendship once boasted one of the best education systems in 

the country with three secondary schools - Buxton Government Secon-

dary School, County High School and Smith‘s College. It also housed 

four primary schools-St. Augustine‘s Anglican School/Friendship Gov-

ernment School, Friendship Methodist (Wesleyan) School, Arundel Con-

gregational (Missionary) School and St. Anthony‘s Roman Catholic 

School.  

Early education was provided by a host of bottom-house Kindergarten 

schools, while skills and craft were taught to adolescents at the Trade 

School. The community shares a proud history of scholastic excellence 

through its many illustrious sons and daughters, some of whom were 

beneficiaries of the Buxton Scholarship, and who went on to serve in 

prestigious positions around the world. 

Buxton is also the original home of the popular Buxton Spice Mango. 

This distinctly sweet fleshy yellowish-red fruit, when ripe, grows abun-

dantly in the fertile backlands of the village. 

―Buxton People Stop Train‖ This legend goes back to 1862 when 

villagers, arming themselves with cutlasses, axes, sticks and other im-

plements, laid wait along the railway line to intercept a locomotive 

train carrying the governor, whose audience they fiercely sought. It was 

the last resort in a series of efforts by them to secure the abolishment of 

a repressive tax that was imposed on the properties of several villagers.  

As the train approached the village, sev-

eral men and women formed themselves 

into a human shield, forcing the driver to 

bring the train to an immediate halt. The 

protestors then proceeded to immobilize 

the engine by applying chains and locks 

to its wheels. This forced the governor to 

step out and meet with villagers. After 

listening to their complaint, he reportedly 

decided to rescind the burdensome tax. Ever since, Buxtonians have 

earned the reputation as a people of unequalled courage. 

Reeling from massive migration of its skilled and professional class to 

overseas destinations, Buxton continues to suffer from a severe eco-

nomic slowdown and social challenges. There are, however, fresh ef-

forts by a group of Buxtonians, led by Brothers Malcolm Parris and 

Bertrand Booker, to mobilize interest and resources for the redevelop-

ment of essential infrastructure in the Village. 

Tipperary Society Hall 

The first project earmarked is the erection 

of a multi-purpose community centre at 

the site where stood the legendary Tippe-

rary Society Hall. It is targeted for com-

pletion by the year 2012. When com-

pleted, it is expected to serve as a beacon 

of pride and progress for Buxton.
