The Mayor was at the time responding to 
remarks made on October 4, by President 
Bharrat Jagdeo during a press confer-
ence where he revealed plans to continu-
ally render support towards the improve-

ment of the capital city. 

Mayor Green further asserted that ñyou can do nothing 
without money and that is what they are doing, they are 
stifling us so that they can come to our rescue. They are 
using the old imperial attitude of handing down to us fa-

vours and some of the time it is them who owe uséò 

The City Mayor further made reference to the Interim Man-
agement Committee which was installed in 1994, and well 
endowed by the Peopleôs Progressive Party regime, an ad-
ministration which according to him has since failed to give 

allowance to the municipality to expand its operation. 

According to the Mayor ñevery proposal that I have ad-
vanced to the Government has been rejectedéThey are 

deliberately sabotaging the city for us to look bad.ò 

While accepting that there is an undeniable need to im-
prove the management capacity of the city, Green emphati-
cally insisted that President Jagdeo has over the years con-
tinued to micro-manage the city and has been neglecting to 
communicate with him.  This practice, according to the 
Mayor, is emulated by even the Minister of Local Govern-

ment, who has responsibility for the municipality. 

ñThe Council is not flawless, it is not without fault or weak-
nesses, but the bottom line is you can ultimately do nothing

Speaking at his press conference yesterday, the President 
revealed that road works in the city have attracted in ex-
cess of $500M, compliments of Central Government.

healthy situation. 

ñéThankfully the people in South Georgetown could be 
relieved of this thing that was without any (mechanisms) 
like the other one which could leak the water outéit was a 

dumpsite in the centre of the city, and unfortunately we 
had to continue with it for many, many years with our 
Government too. But now, thankfully, we have relieved 

people.ò 

The Head of Stateôs disclosure yesterday came in re-
sponse to queries relating to the state of the capital city 

and the possibility of support from Government. 

ñI think we have to do thiséwe will assist the city, this is 
our city, it is not Hamilton Greenôs city, and anything good 
will have to come without him being involved frankly 

speaking,ò the President asserted. 

He further lashed out at the City Mayor, pointing out that 
ñeverything you say to him óthat canôt be done or you 
have to do it the right way or we did it 30 years agoô; 

these guys kill every good initiative.ò 

However the President noted that there are ñsome excel-
lent people in the City Council some of whom have good-
will, are passionate, and could work with the Council,

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EU hopes sugar money can go to modernize industry  

Amaila Falls Hydro ProjectéPrice tag now at staggering US$835M

The Government on September 27, an-
nounced that the price tag on the Amaila 
Falls Hydro Electric Project could near a 
staggering US$835M, more than 
US$100M in excess of the cost that the 
developers Sithe Global had indicated 

earlier this year. 

The figure was announced by President 
Bharrat Jagdeo yesterday during the commissioning of a 

US$18.4M Wartsila plant at Kingston. 

According to Jagdeo, that cost of the 165-megawatts hy-
dro power project includes both construction and the 

ñcosts of capitalò.  

Addressing ministers, private sector representatives and 
senior officials of the Guyana Power and Light Inc. (GPL), 
the President underscored the feasibility of the project 
saying that it would be owned by Guyanese after 20 years. 
Earlier this year, Sithe Global during a series of consulta-
tion meetings across the country, said that it has commit-
ted US$200 million to the project and that it could cost as 
much as US$700 mill ion to complete it. 
The President did not elaborate yesterday on how the pro-

ject will now reach US$835M. 

He lashed out at critics of the project whom 
he described as ñgripersò and noted that 
they were going after every project of gov-
ernment and then would make an about 
turn and support it after it is completed. 
Stressing that it was not ñFip Motilallò that 
was building the hydro project, Jagdeo said 
that Blackstone, the parent company of 
Sithe Global, is a respected business that 
has managed to gain financing from China 

Development Bank. 

Motilall, whom government said initially proposed to gov-
ernment to construct the facility, was handed a US$15.4M 
project to build the access roads leading to the project 
area. His company, Synergy Holdings, is way behind on 
the contract and has since been granted an extension to 
the end of December to complete his works. 
According to Jagdeo yesterday (September 27), the Chi-
nese contractor, China Railway First Group, won the bid 

for the construction in an open process. 

In July last year, the Guyana Government signed off on a 
loan deal to build the project and formalize the cooperation 
between the Guyana Power and Light Company, Sithe 
Global, China Development Bank and China Railway First 

Group Company Limited.

Recently, Agriculture Minister Robert Persaud accused the 
management of the Skeldon sugar factory of ómonkeying 
aroundô. He said that he wants the factory to grind as it was 
built to do.  Bringing in foreign managers to manage the fac-
tory is still on the cards, but Persaud said it depends on Guy-
SuCo to decide how this will goïwhether to choose complete 

or partial management from outsiders. 

ñThe Skeldon Factory, on which an estimated US$200 million 
was spent, continues to be a headache for the government 
desperate to prove that it is indeed the boon to not only the 
survival but also the viability of the local sugar industry. 
Last November, GAWU called for Skeldon factory to be 
closed down until the China National Technical Import and 
Export Corporation (CNTIC), the entity, which constructed the 

factory, fixed the problems. 

The sugar industry directly sustains some 18,000 jobs, and 
when that is multiplied to include their families, it means that 
sugar supports a fifth of the countryôs entire population. Sugar 
exports account for as much as 20 percent of the countryôs 

annual revenue. 

The Corporation was targeting the end of this year to com-
plete all land development and planting and expects to have 
in this period the 1.2 million tonnes of cane required by the 
new factory. Estate cultivation of sugarcane will have to grow 

to 9,600 hectares.

The European Union, which this year set aside 18.8 million 
Euros under its budget support programme for the sugar in-
dustry, hopes that the money could be channeled into up-
grad ing factor ies and boost ing product ion. 
At least thatôs the view of the outgoing Ambassador Geert 

Heikens, who has ended a satisfactory stint in Guyana. 

Heikens said that the funding, to help Guyana bounce back 
from the EUôs cut of its preferential market price for sugar, is 
in the form of budget support and so the EU does not go 

around checking in what areas the money is spent. 

Starting in 2007, the EU began providing support to help the 
sugar industry with a 90 million Euros grant lasting until this 
year when a new three-year support programme was put in 
place. That new programme is worth 75 million Euros. 
Heikens said he hopes a significant portion of the money 
goes into the modernization of the sugar industry so that the 
country can have a competit ive  industry. 
But Heikens said that the EU does not have a remote control 

to steer the use of the funds. 

Beginning in 2009, the EU began buying sugar for less than 
before, and the Guyana government had estimated that this 
would result in an annual loss of G$7 billion. The latest round 
of EU support is intended to help improve the efficiency and 

profitability of sugar cane and sugar production cane farming.

Linden -Lethem Road reopens to all traffic  

Ogle Airport expansion ñ96 percent completedò 

October 21, 2011 | By KNews  

The $380M expansion of the Ogle International Airport is 
said to be 96 percent completed. The project is expected 
to conclude by its extended November 15 deadline. When 
completed, the runway will accommodate more interna-

tional flights including the Liat Airlines. 

This is according to Sunil Ganesh, Bridges Engineer, Min-
istry of Public Works and Communications. He revealed 
that the contractor, BK International, has completed cast-
ing all concrete slabs while minor works including sealing 
of the joints, grading of the shoulders and marking of the 

airstrip remain. 

The scope of the project includes the expansions of the 
runway in the western direction by 2,000ft and 100ft in 
width; by 40ft in the northern and southern directions; and 
the length of the runway in the eastern direction will be 
increased by 200ft. The new dimension of the runway will 

be 4,200ft in length and 100ft in width. 

Ganesh emphasised that the project commenced in Au-
gust 2009 and was scheduled to be concluded within 18 
months. The contractor was unable to meet that deadline 
and is reportedly currently paying liquidated damages to 

the Ministry.  

He pointed out, too, that GECOM is in the process of pro-
curing sensitive election materials, such as Ballot Paper, 
Statements of Poll Forms, Tally Sheets and indelible ink 
from the same ñreliable overseas supplier which has over 
the decades supplied GECOM with sensitive election ma-

terials.ò 

Dr Surujbally expressed optimism that all of the required 
materials will be in GECOMôs possession well ahead of 
Election Day to allow for the logistical arrangements to be 
put in place for the smooth conduct of the Elections in all 

of the 10 Electoral Districts. 

 It was announced also that the first to head to the polls 
will be members of the Disciplined Services 
(Police/Army/Prison Officers), who will vote one week be-

fore the nation on Monday November 21. 

Dr Surujbally also reported to media operatives that 
the Logistics Division of the Secretariat of GECOM 
has proposed a list of 2075 Polling Stations to be es-
tablished at 991 Polling Places in all of the 10 Elec-

toral Districts across Guyana to facilitate voting.

CARACAS (Reuters)  ï Venezuela will 
begin repatriating its gold reserves from 
Western nations by mid-November, the 

central bank head said on October 5. 

ñWeôre in the final phase of the logistics 
é Soon the Venezuelan people will 
know when the first boat is coming,ò Nel-
son Merentes said, according to state 
news agency AVN. Merentes said the 
first boat laden with reserves would be 

back by mid-November.  

President Hugo Chavez announced in 
August that the South American OPEC 
member nation would bring bring home 
almost all its $11 billion in gold reserves 

held abroad. 

Venezuelaôs gold abroad is in England, 
Switzerland, the United States, Canada 
and France. Some of the bullion would 
be left abroad to facilitate international 

financial transactions, Merentes said. 

As well as repatriating reserves, Chavez 
is nationalizing Venezuelaôs gold industry 
in his latest move to implant socialism 

across the nation of 29 million people.

St Lucia ï easiest place to do business in CARICOM  

Says  World Bank International Financial Corporationõs Doing Business 2012  

Move to abolish sugar Quotas:  

(Caribbean360) Trinidad, Thursday October 
27 (By Peter Richards) - The Sugar Asso-
ciation of the Caribbean (SAC) has been 
buoyed by a large crop this year, but a re-
cent proposal by the European Union to 
abolish domestic quotas would likely cut 
into preferential sugar exports by the SAC 
and other sugar associations in the African, 
Caribbean and Pacific (ACP) countries to 
European markets. 

SAC chairman Karl James said 312,000 
tonnes of sugar has been delivered to the 
EU out of an expected 500,000 tonnes this 
year. The euro has continued its favourable 
performance against the U.S. dollar, provid-
ing an added advantage. 

The ACP and the Least Developed Coun-
tries' (LDC) cane sugar suppliers have al-
ready expressed their "profound concern 
and dismay" at the commission's proposals 
to deregulate its own production in the con-
text of the Common Agricultural Policy 
(CAP) reform announced on Oct. 12.  

The CAP addresses how the European 
Union intends to deal with its agricultural 
sector from 2014-2020, and the sugar pro-
posal would take effect as of Sep. 30, 
2015.

St Lucia has beaten out its CARICOM 
neighbours, including long-established 
international financial centre The Baha-
mas, to be recognised within the World 
Bank International Financial Corpora-
tionôs Doing Business 2012: Doing 
Business in a More Transparent World 
report  as the top place to conduct busi-

ness in this region. 

St Lucia, which is ranked at 52, held its 
own against the other CARICOM states in 
the report issued on Monday that as-
sessed regulations affecting domestic 
firms in 183 economies and ranked the 
economies in 10 areas of business regula-
tion, such as starting a business, resolving 

insolvency and trading across borders. 

The next highest ranking fell to St Luciaôs 
fellow Eastern Caribbean State, Antigua 
and Barbuda, with a ranking of 57. In con-
trast, The Bahamas was much further 
down at 85; while Trinidad and Tobago 

and Jamaica, which have traditionally 
been seen as major corporate centres 
in the region, were ranked at 68 and 

88, respectively.  

However, Jamaica was the only Carib-
bean country to be highlighted as an 
example of territories that make it easy 
to register property thanks to its using 
an electronic database for encum-
brances. Barbados did not feature in 
the ranking at all but St Kitts and Nevis 
and St Vincent and the Grenadines, 
which are increasingly promoting their 
reputation as international business 
centres, stood at 95 and 75, respec-

tively.  

The other CARICOM nations making it 
into the top 100 were Belize at 93, Do-
minica at 65, and Grenada at 73. Guy-
ana and Haiti did not make it above 
this bar, ranking at 114 and 174, re-

He led the country between 2003 and  
2010, a period of robust economic 
growth in which more than 20  million 
Brazilians were lifted out of poverty and

Speculation has swirled that Lula ð who 
remains immensely  popular in Brazil ð 
could run for the presidency again in 
2014  if President Dilma Rousseff, his 
political protegee, were to  decide not to 
seek reelection . Lula, who turned 66 this 
week, was diagnosed with a  malignant 
tumor in the larynx and will start   é...
